Jomned the Brlow: Indians i the 15th century;
currently live tn Markswille, Louisiana

Forced from their land after 1530, moved to
Texas and then Oklahoma

Old Settler Cherokee forced to move from Arkansas
to Indian Tervitory, (what ts now Oklahoma) m
1528. Cherokee stall lzveing in original homeland
Jfareed to move from their land in the East

in 1838-1839 1 what 15 often called the Trail of
Tears.
